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HOMELINK HOPES TO RAISE BIG FUNDS
WITH BIG BAND CONCERT AT THE AMBLER THEATER

AMBLER, PA – October 19, 2011 -- Homelink’s Meals on Wheels is breaking out the brass to raise funds for its inaugural Big Band Concert Fundraiser at the Ambler Theater.

The event kicks off at noon on Oct. 29, with a pre-concert raffle and refreshments, followed by an exclusive performance by The Nocturnes Big Band at 1 p.m. 

The Nocturnes are a Jersey Shore “big band,” playing standards and classics from the 1930s to modern day. Featuring five saxophones, four trumpets, three trombones, bass, piano, guitar and special vocalist Cheryl Parker, The Nocturnes bring back the swinging jazz sounds of the Big Band Era, which Homelink President Lori Shmukler said is why the band was an obvious choice to headline this concert fundraiser.

“We wanted the fundraising event to appeal to an older adult audience,” Shmukler said. “The Nocturnes were known to us, and seemed like the perfect fit.”

The Nocturnes’ library includes hits made famous by Count Basie, Glenn Miller, Duke Ellington, Benny Goodman, the Gershwin Brothers, and many more. 

Sal Sanfilippo, the band’s director and spokesperson, said the audience can expect more than just one hit after another that day. They’ll learn a bit about each song The Nocturnes perform.

“Our singer, Cheryl Parker, will introduce each number, with a short history of its origin, and who made it famous,” Sanfilippo said.

The concert’s location - The Ambler Theater – was also an easy choice, Shmukler said.  The Theater embraced the idea from its inception.

“The Ambler Theater has a strong social conscience, and history of community involvement and therefore an ideal venue,” Shmukler said.
